HEREAS, the professional public safety dispatcher is the vital link between the citizen or victim and the public safety provider, who may 
apprehend a criminal, save their worldly possessions from fire or theft, or save their life or the life of a loved one; and

public safety dispatching services; and 
 
HEREAS, the United States Congress has set aside the second week in April to recognize telecommunicators and their crucial role in the 
protection of life and property.
