WHEREAS, the North County Women's Shelter & Resource Center provided a safe environment with services to over 1,200
women, men and children who were affected by domestic violence, providing those in crisis with information, referrals, and
counseling, and providing education targeted at domestic violence prevention in the wider community of San Luis Obispo
County. We must recognize the compassion and dedication of these volunteers and professionals, applaud their efforts and
increase public understanding of this important problem; and

WHEREAS, survivors of domestic violence themselves have been at the forefront of efforts to bring peace and equality to the
home.

NGW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that I, Duane Picanco, Mayor of the City of El Paso de Robles, speaking
on behalf of the entire City Council and the Citizens of Paso Robles, in recognition of the important work done by domestic
